ONTARIO UNIVERSITY/COLLEGE SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION

Students should realize that scholarship decisions are made by the universities based on available marks and second term interim marks.  These marks are sent to the Ontario Universities’ Application Centre (OUAC) by the middle of April.  Ontario Universities will not delay scholarship decisions to allow students to upgrade an average through summer school.

Students should also make themselves aware of the exact deadlines and qualifications needed for the scholarships.

The following time line is only approximate, based on the previous school year and could be changed by the universities for this coming year.  Students should check the scholarship file in Guidance and the scholarship bulletin board for up-dated information.

Many of the scholarships require students to write essays or acquire letters of reference.  Give yourself plenty of time to accomplish all of this.

In come cases, universities will accept 1 or 2 nominees from each secondary school.  For this reason, applications will have to be submitted early, so the Denison scholarship committee can have time to choose a candidate.  An asterisk “*” will designate these scholarships.

Be realistic when applying for scholarships.  Honestly assess your marks, school involvement, community involvement and any other requirements of the scholarship before undertaking any scholarship application.
